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Which is the state of play of ‘green build-
ing' in Europe? How has it been affected
by the economic crisis? What are current
sector’'s main trends? What jobs and pro-
fessional specialties is demanding?
Which will require for the medium and
long-term? These are some of the main
issues that have been addressed in the
second meeting of the project:
“Connecting People for Green Skills”, in
which European Office of Cyprus (EOC)
participates.

The headquarters of the Association of Con-
struction of Poland (PZPB) in Warsaw met
on 8 and 9 April representatives of the eight
members of this international project, which
takes place beneath European Commis-
sion’'s PROGRESS programme.

During the meeting the report: “The green
jobs in construction experiences in Eu-
rope” was presented, as a result of partner-
ship member’s research in the five partici-
pating countries: Denmark, Spain, Cyprus,
Lithuania and Poland. The paper provides a
snapshot of the sustainable construction
sector in Europe, includes some of the best
practices in sustainability, energy efficiency
and reduced environmental impact that com-
panies have implemented in recent years
and finally identifies what type of labour de-
mand is creating this economic model.

Through various surveys among key players
of the construction sector (builders, realtors,
employment agencies) the report provides
an overview of this green employment and
its future growth potential, which will benefit
from being among the priority action policies
in “Europe 2020", European Union’s growth
strategy for the decade.

The research has identified various jobs like-
ly to generate a high demand for employ-
ment.

These professional specialties related to sus-
tainable construction have resulted in the
“Catalogue of job opportunities in the con-
struction industry”,  the second of the docu-
ments submitted in Warsaw.

Among the new occupations highlighted are
specialties linked to the integration of renewa-
ble energies in new-building, improving energy
efficiency in old construction and different spe-
cializations in consulting and energy audit in
residential buildings.

The
aim of this double study is to evaluate real knowledge of
workers on the opportunity offered by green jobs, the
workers availability to retraining and, moreover, the train-
ing, employment and/or motivational gaps that separate
these professionals from the access to the aforemen-
tioned green jobs.

A number of sample educational ac-
tivities and e-courses were experi-
mentally implemented in remote are-
as of the five partner countries in-
volved in the project.

The community of Palaichori was the chosen REVIT
application area for Cyprus. Under the supervision
and scientific coordination of Dr. Thanasis Hadzila -
cos, Professor of Information Systems at the Open
University of Cyprus , sample REVIT e-courses were
delivered at the laboratory of the primary school of the
village. For some of the participants, especially those
over 50 years old, the project was the only opportunity to
learn using computers and the internet, while e-courses
such as «agro tourism» were deemed as extremely valu-
able for people living in rural areas, such as Palaichori.

Experience has shown that even in a remote area, the
road to knowledge is accessible, especially when ICT
tools are utilized to transform, diversify and innovate
learning environments and experiences. REVIT has
demonstrated the potential of current distance learning
and Web 2.0 technologies to help revitalise remote
schools, offering new possibilities for local communi-
ties.

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The measures that MEPs propose to
ensure that antibiotics are used more
responsibly include strictly prohibiting
their use without prescription, imple-
menting marketing practices designed to
prevent conflicts of interest between pro-
ducers and prescribers, and better infor-
mation, monitoring and infection control.
Noting that resistance to certain com-
monly used antibiotics is encountered in at least 25% of
cases in several member states, MEPs also urge phar-
maceutical companies to invest in developing new antimi-
crobial agents.

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The European Commission has
adopted two set of rules for human
tissues and cells to protect patients
in the EU through ensuring high
quality and safety standards.

The first sets out technical require-

ments that facilitate tracing of all tis-

sues and cells from donor to recipi-

ent, and vice versa . This will happen

through a so-called 'Single European Code' and Com-
mission hosted IT-platform ensuring uniform labelling of
all tissues and cells distributed in the EU. In the case of
a safety alert, this label will ensure that all recipients
who received material from the same donor can be

traced and treated as needed. It will
also allow for unused tissues or cells to
be discarded.

The second set of rules covers im-

ports and sets out procedures for

ensuring that tissues and cells im-

ported from third countries meet the

same safety and quality standards

as those procured, processed and
distributed in the EU

These rules will ensure safety for EU recipients in need
of these tissues and cells, no matter their origin.

EU Energy and Environment ministers met on 15 and 1 6 April 2015 in Riga,
Latvia at the Informal Energy and Environment Counc il Meeting to discuss
renewable energy use and biodiversity protection, e nergy efficiency - in
particular in the heating and cooling sector, and r egional cooperation in the

energy sector.

The European Commission's position is that energy efficiency is an energy

source in its own right, and making energy savings must be considered before
increases in energy imports. Europe is on track to achieving 18-19% in energy savings by 2020, but if all EU coun-
tries fully implement existing laws, Europe would reach a 20% energy saving by 2020. In this context, there are big
opportunities in the heating and cooling sector, wh ich accounts for half of Europe's energy use. The E  uro-
pean Commission will prepare a heating and cooling strategy .

Ministers and Commissioner Vella discussed also ways to promote the use of renewable energy while also ensuring
that biodiversity is ensured. Renewables can greatly contribute to climate change mitigation, energy security, and
growth and jobs. The Commission will come forward with a Renewable E ~ nergy package in 2017 which will al-
so include a new policy for sustainable bioenergy

Employment saw an increase in the vast majority of Member States in 2014,
including in some of those with very high unemployment rates such as Greece (26.0%) and Spain (23.2%). It in-
creased by 1.0% between the fourth quarter of 2013 and the fourth quarter of 2014. 2.7 million jobs have been re-
covered since employment levels in 2013 reached their lowest point, in the first quarter. Over the year, employment
increased in both industry and services sectors, while more than half of the growth in employment was due to perma-

nent and full-time contracts.

However, despite the gradual improve of the economic situation in the EU, there are still significant challenges, espe-
cially for long-term and youth unemployment. More specifically and according to the review, unemployment rates still
vary a lot across the EU with the lowest unemployment recorded in Germany (4.8%) and Austria (5.3%), and the
highest in Greece (26.0% in December 2014) and Spain (23.2%). More than half of the unemployed people in the
EU - up to 12.4 million people - have been out of work for more than a year, and long term unemployment rates re-
main very high in some Member States like Greece (19%), Spain (12.6%), Croatia (9.7%), Slovakia (9%), Portugal

of particulate matter in urban areas.

Particulate matter (PM) is the air pollutant which

has the most severe impact on health. Current-

ly, around 90% of the population of European cities for
which PM data exist is exposed to levels exceeding WHO
air quality guidelines levels. Average life expectancy in
the European Union is estimated to be 8.6 months lower
due to exposure to particulate matter resulting from hu-
man activities. The inhalation of particulate matter can

lead to asthma, lung cancer, cardiovascular
and respiratory diseases, birth defects, and
premature death. In addition to its impact on
human health, particulate matter can also have
adverse effects on climate change and ecosys-
tems.

The contest has been launched and will run

The contest will be open
to any single person and legal entity or group of legal
entities established in EU Member States or countries
associated to Horizon 2020, the EU's research and inno-
vation programme.
